MARTIN LUTHER CHRISTIAN UNIVERSITY ACT, 2005
An
Act

o establish and incorporate an University in the Stale, with empnasis on providing instruction, teaching and
training in the field of professional courses of Science, Health Sciences, Bio-Technology, Information Technology,
Commerce, Management and other allied areas sponsored jointly by The Khasi Jainiia Presbytenan Assembly
and the Malional Lutheran Health and Medical Board of the Union Evangelical Lulheran Chureh in India and to
provide for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto,

Be it enacted by ihe legistature of the state of Meghalaya in the Fifty sixth year of the Republic of India as follows:

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CHAPTER 2
The University and its Objects

The Sponsor shall have the right to establish the Unhrarﬂhr in accordance with the

{(h} The scheme for mobilizing resources and the cost of capital thereto and the
manner of repayments o each source;

(i)  The'scheme of generation of funds internally through the recovery of fee from =
students, revenues anlicipaled from consultancy and other activities relaling to
the objects of the University and other anticipated incomes;

{j) The details of expenditure on unit cost, the extent of concessions or rebates in
fee, freeship and scholarship for students belonging to economically weaker
seclions and the fee structure indicaling varying rate of fee, if any, that would
be levied on non-resident Indians and students of other nationalities;

(k) The history and credentials of the sponsor including years of experience arid
experiise in the concemed discipline at the command of the Sponsor as well
as the financial resources,

{) The system for selection of students to the courses of study at the University:

{m} MNature and types of its partnership and affiliations.

{n) Silatus of fulfilment of such other conditions as may be required by the State
Government to ba I‘uI‘iHﬂf before the establishment of the University.

Where the State Governmant, afler such inquiry as # may deem necessary, s
satisfied that the Sponsor has fulfilled the conditions specified in. sub-section (2), of
Section 3, it may direct the Sponsor, (o establish an Endowment Fund.

Afler the establishment of the Endowment Fund, the State Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, accord sanction for establishment of the

University.

The campuses of the Univarsity shall be at any place within the state of Meghalaya
with its hegdguarters at Mawphlang, East Khasi Hills, Meghalaya and it may have
campuses ior Regional Centres, Study Cenlres any whiere in India or abroad with
approval of the Government of Meghalaya.

The Chancallor, the Vice-Chancellor, members of the Board of Governors, members
of the Board of Management and the Academic Council for the lime being hoiding
office as such in the University so established, shall constitute a body corporate and
can sue and be sued in the name of the University.

On the establishment of the University under sub-section (2), the land and other
movable gnd immovable properties acquired, created, arranged or buill by the
University, for the purpose of the University in the State of Meghalaya shall vast in
the University.

The land, buddmg and other properties acquired for the University shall not be used
for any purpose, othet than thal for which the same is acquired.

The University may have conslituent collieges, Regional Centers and Study Centres.

The University may with the prior approval of the Eanrd of Govemnors, affilate any college or
other institution.

To collaborate with educational and healthcare institutions, government and voluntary
organizations to offer various academic programmes,

To provide education and healthcare for underdeveloped regions, especially tribal
areas and their people;

To advocate the need and gontribution of higher education as a valuable means to
individual and societal development;

To assist students and graduates in planning, preparing and being placed in their
careers;

To develop innovativé concepls and programmaes in higher education,

To develop educational programmes thal are flexible and responsive to changes in
sociaty;

To contribute to the development of a knowledge — based society,

The University shall have the foliowing powers, namelhy

To provide for instruction, saching and fraining in such branches of learning as the
University may think fit and lo make provisions for research and for the advancement
and disseminalion of knowiedge, particularly in the fields of professional courses of
Sciences, Heallh Sciences, Bio-Technology, Information Technology, Commerce,
Management and other allied areas;

To establish, maintain and. manage Inshitutes of Research and lo assist in
administering and managing the Institutes and such other centres for research, |
education and Instruclions as are necessary for the furtherance of the objects of the
University,

To make such provision so as to enable Constituent Colleges, -Affiiated Colleges.
Autonomous Colleges, Aporoved Colleges and Study Centres to undertake
specialization of studes and !o organize common laboratonies, libraries and other
aquipment for research work, to develop patterns of teaching in undergraduate, post-
graduate and super specialties so as to meet a very high standard of education,
particularly in the flelds of professional courses of Sciences, Health Sciences, Bio-

Technology, Infermation Technalogy, Commerce, Management and other allied areas:

Tao instilute degrees, titles, diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions;

To hold-examinations and to grant and confer degrees titles, diplomas, certificales and
other academic distinctions on persons who shall have pursued and passed an
approved course of study in Constituent Colleges, Autonomous Colleges, Affiliated
Colleges, Approved Colieges and Study Centres of the Universily, subject o such
conditions as the University may determine and to withdraw any such degrees, lities,
diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions on good and sufficient cause;

To confer honorary degrees or other distinctions under conditions prescribed,

To approve colleges providing courses of |1.udy for admission to the examinations for
tiles, degrees, diplomas and certificates of the University under conditions prescribed
and to withdraw such approval,

To designate any college as an autonomous college in the manner and under
conditions prescribed by the ordinances and statutes and to cancel such designation;

Ta hold and manage endowmenis and other properties and funds of the Universily and
